I am currently developing the next release of QTMPlugin and it actually does many of the things you suggested:





1) A preference setting for the Creator/Type of the saved MIDI file.  The new version automatically changes it to MOSS so that it will be loaded by Netscape if you double-click on it.





2) A preference for the "Save a copy" so that you can save it elsewhere.  THe new version brings up a Save dialog and lets you put it wherever you want.





3) Be able to save the file with the instruments the user selected.  This would be a bit more difficult because it would involve modifying the MIDI file.  MIDI files have "program changes" built in to them, which select the instrument that the composer wanted to use.  Some MIDI files don't have these program changes so they just play on the grand piano.  I agree that it would be neat if you could save the instruments the way you had them set up, but this would involve creating a whole new MIDI file which is different from the one you downloaded.  I will think about this, there may be a way to do it that doesn't involve modifying the MIDI file...





Problems:





1) Frames.  I hadn't tested it with a MIDI site which used frames.  I will definitely looko into this.  (Thanks for the URL too!)





2) Can't un-pause a MIDI file.  Will fix this right away.  I know what's causing it.  OOPS! ;-)





Thanks for all your feedback and suggestions!  If you have any other comments or ideas please e-mail me!  Also, if you would like to beta-test the next version of QuickTime MIDI Plugin, send me a note and I will be happy to send it to you.
