Recent Activities:


I have been working on a few C programs lately, among them:





•	“Cannons!”, a program which I hope will be used in a St. Albert Community Band performance of the 1812 Overture in the Arden Theater.  I recorded the cannons used at an Edmonton Symphony Orchestra performance of the 1812 Overture, and digitized the cannons into my computer.  I edited them with sound processing software and wrote a C program which will play the cannons on demand from the user, using stereo sound.





•	“Internet Mail Namer”, a drag-and-drop utility which analyzes an Internet mail message, extracts the title from the “Subject:” line and renames the file to reflect the content.  I wrote this program to replace the uninformative names of downloaded messages.
